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Warning on Demos in Congress 

Ford Says the GOP Must Win

"If the Democrats win 50 
seats or 100 seats it will be a 
one-party House and the 
quality of legislation will de-
teriorate," he said. 

Ford said the President's 
stymied proposals include 
education, health and trans-
portation programs.

Ford left Michigan about 
an hour before President 
Nixon landed in Saginaw for 
a tour of the area in support 
of Republican c a ndida te 
James Sperling in his bid 
for the- Eighth Congressional . 
District seat. 

Governor William G. Milli-
ken, speaking at a fund-
raising breakfast attended 
by Ford yesterday in South-
field;  said the Republican 

party "is not only alive, bu 
vigorous and thriving an 
drawing new recruits ever: 
day." 
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
