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STILLWATER (Okla.) -
President Nixon, in what 
seemed a massive exertion 
of will, last night attempted 
.an inspirational address to 
college graduates rather 
than a defense against im-
peachment. 

He got a warm Welcome 
from nearly 3 0,000-Oklaho-
mans at Oklahoma State 
University here and at the 
Enid, Okla., airport. 

The President stumbled 
over a few words in his uni-
versity address. H e ap-
peared to forget a few dates. 
But henaade one affirmation 
of his Agermination to re-
main in office: 

"Having 	ented all the 
evidence t 	Warp of 
the United States, I say that 

the Congress and the Presi-
dent can get on with the peo- 
ple's business 	a s we 
should." 

Then,though his words 
would ' ale it true, the 
President spokel't  of chal-
lenges Americ"a would meet' 
tlirough the rest of tte'cen-
tury. 

"We will see our great 
years," the President said. 

"We will achieve •. . the 
goal of complete-independ-
ence in energy." 

lie addressed the prolaems 
of farmers, of owstgaers, 
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Despite this public show, 
the President appeared to 
win no votes of confidence 
from the Oklahoma Con-
gressmen who accompanied 
him on the jet that flew him 
here. 

Sen. Dewey F. Bartlett 
(R-Okla.) said he had seen 
nothing to indicate the Pres-
ident would resign but was 
withholding his judgment. 

Rep. John Jarman '(D-_ 
Okla.) said he "was sad-
dened" -by the tone reflect-
ed-5n the White House tran-
scripts but had not seen any 
incriminating evidence that 
would justify impeachment. 

The President, in Enid, 
was obviously touched by the 
cheers, though the crowd was 
recruited, carefully con-
trolled sand behind ropes. 

"To have people-  say 'hang 
in there', 'we're with you,' 
that does your heart good," 
the President said. 

"I can assure you I have 
that old Okie spirit and I 
have' it deep down inside 
and we never give up." 

Nixon's reception general-
ly was regarded as friendli-
er — with less heckling -
than that he received last 

He r 	ding ova- 
tions when he waS intro-
duced, at the conclusion of 
his remarks and when he 
and Mrs. Nixon were escort-
ed from the stadium to head 
back to' Washington. Several 
times the crowd applauded 
his call for cooperative ef-
forts to conquer the energy 
crisis and world food and 
health problems. 

Nixon spoke of effo* for 
peace in the Middle East, an 
area that he said "could be 
equated as the Balkans of 
the '70s unless we do some-
thing about it and do some-
thing about it now."
