At a news conference on 
May 14, Reagan, front-run-
ning contender in the polls 
for the 1976 Republican pres-
idential nomination, refused 
to discuss the moral tone of 
the transcripts. 

However, in the interview 
Reagan said: 

"I can see where the peo-
ple are disturbed. I can see 
where the image and the  

majesty, if you want to call 
it, of the office itself in most 
people's minds (was affect-
ed). 

"It was just a rude shock. 
It was a little bit like seeing 
civilization with its pants 
down to suddenly see a man 
sitting with his most inti-
mate counselors and asso-
ciates in a room obviously 
talking in ways that none of 
them would ever talk out in 
public." 
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
