The protesters, who are in 
Washington attending a con-ference being sponsored by the National Citizens Commit-
tee for Fairness to the Presi-dent, arrived at the Post building at 11 a.m. after hav-ing seen Mr. Nixon off on his trip to the Mideast and attend-ing a prayer breakfast. 

Baruch Korff, the Massachu-setts rabbi who founded the 
NCCFP last year, appeared briefly at the demonstration, which lasted slightly more than an hour. 

Judith C. Hanlen, like the other supporters of Mr. Nixon, said she paid her way to 1Washington. Mrs. Hanlen said ishe came because "I felt so `helpless back home; I just had 
to come to Washington to find 
out what I can do to preserve the presidency."
