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Nixon Limps 
During His

President Nixon showing 
discomfort from phlebitis 
for the first time on his So-
viet trip, limped and held 
the arm of his wife yester-
day during his visit here. 

But both presidential phy-
sician Walter Tkach and 
press secretary Ronald Zie-
gler said the condition is not 
bothering the President. 

"He's fine, he's in good 
shape," Ziegler told report-
ers. 

Tkach said: "The Presi-
dent has been walking quite 
a bit. But he hasn't said a 
thing to me about it . . . As 
far as 'I know, it's not both- 
ering him." 	-

arm leaving the plane at

outside the city. His limp 
was quite noticeable when 
he passed quickly along a 
receiving line at the airport, 
leaving the handshakes to 
others in his official party. 

White House physicians 
disclosed while the Presi-
dent was en route to Moscow 
that he was suffering from 
phlebitis, an inflammation 
of veins in the leg.
