"I want you to know that 
if you should defy such a  

subpoena, I 	ard 
that as an impeacitable of-
fense and shall vote accord-
ingly," Griffin warned in his 

frostily worded letter. 
Griffin has been agonizing, 

privately over whether he 
should call for the President 

to resign. He has said Nixon 
should very seriously consid.:. 
er stepping down if tho 
House votes to impeach. .1
