Newsweek magazine has 
quoted a source close to spe-
cial prosecutor Leon Jawor-
ski's office as saying former 
President Nixon knew'in ad-
vance about the covert cam-
paign intelligence unit that 
conducted t h e Watergate 
break-in. 

Yesterday Newsweek re-
ported that the unnamed 
source said: "They can tie 
Nixon into the planning of 
the break-in. That's the bot-
tom' line." 

Newsweek also quoted a 
knowledgeable prosecution 
source as saying that new 
evidence, including newly 
received White House tapes, 
shows that Mr. Nixon knew 
that the intelligence unit 
was prepared to undertake 
Watergate-style burglaries 
and wiretaps. 

The magazine also report-
ed that prosecution sources 
believe Mr. Nixon was in-
volved in efforts to silence 
Watergate conspirators with 
offers of executive clemen- 
cy. 	 to emerge quickly during
