Henry S. Ruth, deputy spe-cial Watergate prosecutor, 
is expected to be named this 
weele10-- ,qucceed Leon Ja-
worski, whose resignation 
takes effect Ptiday, accord-
ing to a Well-plac41-41minis-
tration official. 

Other sources in and out 
o f the government con-
firmed that Ruth, who has 
served as the special prose-
cution force's No. 2 man 
since June, 1973, has been 
the only candidate for the 
prosecutor's post given seri-
ous consideration since Ja-
worski tendered his resigna-
tion on October 12. 

White House counsel, Phil- 
ip 	Buchen reportedly 
spoke yesterday with Afton. 
ney General William B. 
Saxbe, whose responsibility 
it is to fill the special prose-
cutor's post, about the selec-
tion of a replacement for Ja-
worski. 

One source said later that 
he expects a formal an-
nouncement of Ruth's ap-
pointment to be made to-
morrow "unless a hitch de-
velops." 
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
