Three brothers of the Pres-

ident, Thomas, Richard and 
James Ford, renresented him 
yesterday at the dedication 
of the Gerald R.. Ford Free-
way, the first public facility 
to be named for him. The 
$105-million freeway, from 
Grand Rapids, Mich., :south-
west to Interstate 94 north 
of the town of Benton Har-
bor, was begun three years 
ago. It runs through part Of 
Mr. Ford's old Congressional 
district. He was unable to be 
on hand for the dedication 
because of the press Of of-

. ficial business.

"This is the best country'  
in the world," said Helen 
Reddy, the singer.
