months," Richard M. Nixon 
is interested in becoming a 
radio or television commen-
tator, according to a Los 
Angeles columnist and tele-
vision producer. Wally 
George, who writes for four 
weekly papers and produces 
"The Sam Yorty Show" for 
the former Los, , Angeles 
Mayor, said Tuesday that Mr. 
Nixon had invited him to San 
Clemente after he wrote a 
column defending the former 
President. He said he found 
Mr. Nixon "vibrant and vital" 
and interested in doing a 
commentary program such as 
that by Ronald Reagan, the 
former California Governor, 
which has hundreds of radio 
stations as subscribers. 

"This Watergate thing 
Was ridiculous," said Mr. 
Nixon, bringing up the sub-
ject himself, according to 
Mr. George, and adding that 
it was "a stupid mistake" 
but "nothing like the press 
made it out to be."
