Clemente , ,home. He shook hands • with 
individual marines and their families before 
and after the two-hour parade ceremony. 

The former President refused to com-
ment about his current or future plans, other 
than to remark on the ceremony. 

"I am proud to be here," he told John 
Hana of KGTV television, San Diego. "I 
thought the rine Corps put on a splendid, 
moving ceremony." 
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
