Written for a committee or ;  Congress by a former execti7; tive director of the United, States Civil Service Commisr,`„ sion, the report said that in-vestigation in 1973 "revealed an unprecedented degree of sys-,  tematic abuses beginning iik 3  1969." 
It also said, however, that .; the basic structure of the Civil:, Service system was sound, bti:c that legislative changes were needed to prevent future wide spread subversion of the meritA  system.

day by the House Committee:-., on Post Office and Civil Serst.' ices. It was written under con " tract by Bernard Rosen, who retired in July 1975 as execu,' tive director of the Civil Ser:P'', ices Commission. 
His recommendations inclu'd-" ed the prohibiting of referiaP of job applicants for competi tive career jobs in Civil Service.' "other than through the author ized process" and requiring the,! Civil Service Commission to re-. port annually on violations of its laws, rules and merit pro-moting principles.
