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PEKING, Monday, Feb. 23— 
Former President Richard M. 
Nixon, in a toast in China's 
Great Hall of the People, said 
last night that some people 
naively believe that "the mere 
act of signing a statement of 
principles or a diplomatic con-
ference will bring instant and 
lasting peace." 

The statement was taken by 
observers as an allusion to the 
meeting of leaders of 35 na-
tions last year at Helsinki, 
concluding two years of confer-
ences on European security. The 
Helsinki meeting, called at fthe 
initiative of the Soviet Umon, 
resulted in an agreement, in 
which the United States joined, 
on a broad range of East-West 
issues. 

Some observers took the 
Nixon remarks as veiled criti-
cism of President Ford and 
Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger for their trust in the 
Soviet Union and in the Hel-
sinki accord. 

Praise for 1972 Accord 
Mr. Nixon devoted most of 

his toast, which was delivered 
without notes, to United States-
Chinese relations and to praise 
of the Shanghai communique 
that he signed at the end of 
his visit to China as President 
four years ago.
