
THE VOTE ON THE DIES APPROPRIATION 14 5-04 
On the record, the vote againSt the $110,000 appropriation for the Dies Committee last week was 64, with 291 supporting. Actually, the vote, counting three pairs against, was 67. If we add four members who voted against continua-tion of the Committee on March 11, and one who was pelted against on March 11 (all five of whom were absent on April 28 when the appropriation vote was taken), the number rises to 72 votes against the Dies Committee. 

But much ,F8essignificant is the geographical:analysis of the vote. For example, four "ago"/ ani a pair against came from a Southern State, North Carolina,. and three more from West Vitginia. These seven votes broke the "solid south" 'sup-port for Dies. It is notable, hOlvever, that no vote against the appropriation was cast by any representative from a poll-tax state. • 

"tactically all the Votes against the appreptiation came froth represen-tatives with strong or fairly strong labor organization in their districts.. In . practically every case the direct .activity of the labor movement and of. the progressives, lobbying by mail or in porson,.can• be 'credited with the shift. 

Following is a tabulation of the vote against the appropriation. One star (*) indicates that the Congressman voted against the Committee on March 11. Two stars (**) indicate that the Congressman voted• for the Committee on March 11. Three stars (***) indicate the Congressman did not vote at all on March 11. Those marked (#) did not vote on the appropriation, but expressed their opposition either by their vote on March fl y  or by pairing against the appropriation.
