Marcantonio added:

“In addition it should be remembered that printing
for the Committee, estimated conservatively at between
$65,000 and $75,000, was paid for by the government out-

side of and in addition to the formal appropriations.-
“These figures, never revealed before, I am now mak-
ing public because I believe the country should know just

how this money, which could have been spent on bombers,

was squandered by the Committee, and how it may be |

expected to spend the $110,000 which has just been appro-
priated for its use during the next eight months.

“It should be remembered that the high flower of this
lavish spending was the famous so-called ‘Yellow Book,”
which, as I showed on the floor of Congress was the great-
est aggregation of reprints awkwardly put together that
was ever advanced as an original contribution to knowl-

edge.” ‘
