1 reached Miss Lucy Salamanca, head of
the legislative reference service, by tele-
phone. Miss Salamanca said no one could
see request slips from a Congressman’s of-
fice, that these were “highly confidential,”
that she would release Dies's slips only to
Dies himself. If Dies wanted to turn them
over to me, that was his affair, Miss Sala-.
manca said. C

When I phoned Matthews to ask whether
he would try to prove the story untrue by:
releasing the Library of Congress from the
obligation to kéep the inquiry slips confiden-
tial, I was told at the Dies Committee that
Matthews was “out for the rest of the day.”
