CONGRESSMAN MARTIN DIES. Few men in this country are more guilty of subversive acti-vity than he. He has blatantly used the publicity powers of his committee to attack valuable sup-porters of the war effort. He has failed to in-vestigate the dangerous American fascists. On the contrary, pro-fascists have openly supported his committee as Coughlin, Pelley, and the Klan have done. His committee's latest lying attack on Time, The New Republic and the Union for Democratic Action, provoked by their campaign to urge election of victory candidates, said Rep. Jerry Voorhis, his fellow committee member, was "striking a blow at liberty." Fol-lowing the Hitler tactic of labelling any genuine believer in democracy a "Communist," Dies is doing his bit to divide America, to break down faith in democracy and to pave the way for fascism here. Intelligent defense of democracy requires dissolution of the Dies Committee.
