'Jerry V orhis to resign from 
the DieslCommittee in protest 
against Its action this week 
came frOm Dr. Clinton J. 
Taft, dhector of the Civil 
Liberties 'Union. 

Dr. Taft,) a speaker before a 
crowded m6eting of the ■HANI., 
at First Unitarian Church, launch-. 
ed a campaign also against further 
allocations for the financing of the 
Dies Committees' investigations. 
" Warning' thAt-  hysteria stirred up 

by war-mongers threatens democ-
racy, as it did in days preceding 
America's entry in the World War, 
Dr. Taft pointed to the Dies probe 
as an example and condemned the 
Committee for "Using the most un-
American methods which have yet 
been discovered.°  

"They have raided offices and 
seized literature without due pro-
cess of law," he said. "They have 
pounced on national figures ex-
clusively because the American 
ideas they voiced did not coincide 
with that dominant with those of 
the Committee. 
"Even the President had to come 
out and call it a Sordid proce-
dure.'  

"Dies is going befoie Congress 
and asking for more 'money to 
continue the life of his Coin-
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rt\ittee and if he gets it, he's 
cot ing out here to smear Holly-
wcakd in proper style. 
"Be'core we are subjected to this 

un-A 'erica.n procedure, it seems 
to me 't behooves us to get the 
LaFolle e Committee to come out 
here and\ tell the truth about As-
sociated Permers and the genuine-
ly anti-dAperatic groups which 
operate in ur territory." 

Congressm 	Voorhis was ap- 
pointed to th Dies Committee as 
a "kind of a p" to those who 
regarded the robe so heavily 
weighted with 	actionaries that 
only prejudiced :"." clings could be 
expected, Dr. Taft declared. 

"They chose him \thinking they 
could placate those Who find their 
procedure objectionable," he con-
tinued. 

"Jerry has been on t).k,e commit-
tee but he hasn't been kble to do 
anything to make it American. 

"I think the finest thing Jerry 
could do would be to resign.  from 
the Committee and rebuke it 
roundly. 
'Thirty liberals in the House 

voted for him to do just that and 
pronounced Dies and his associates 
a 'fascist committee.' I believe':Jer-
ry would be doing the gregtest 
service to democracy, if he would 
take this step." 
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
