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WASHINGTON, Dec. 2.—The Dies 

committee virtually completed the 
current phases of its inquiry into 
Un-American activities today, appar-
ently content to regard its investiga-
tion of the American Youth Con--  
gress as a closed incident. 

Meeting today under the acting 
chairmanship of Representative Joe 
Stances, Democrat, of Alabama, the 
committee switched to the examina-
tion of Jay Lovestone, former gen-
eral secretary of the Communist 
party in the United States. No men-
tion was made of continuing with 
witnesses of the Youth Congress 
whose appearance had been the sig-
nal for three consecutive visits to 
the committee room by Mrs. Frank 
lin D. Roosevelt. Members felt 
fourth was imminent if the comma 
tee consented to hear Joseph Ca 
den, executive secretary of the yo 
conference, who was tentati 
promised a re-appearance. - 

Representative Martin Dies, em-
ocrat, of Texas, chairman o the 
committee, will leave for his home 
next week for a months rest nd to 
prepare the report which ill be 
presented to the next session • of 
Congress with a request for contin-
uance of the committee authority. 
Mr. Starnes explained to by that if 
additional hearings are held they 
will be merely of a "cle n-up" na-
ture. 

Assails Committee's/ Tactics 
Meanwhile Mrs. Ro evelt, in her 

syndicated column "M Day," dated 
Friday and publishe here today, 
commented on the co ittee's pro-
cedure.

tuted.
