Under the heading "No Dough 

for Dies" the Michigan CIO News, 
organ of more than 300,000 organ-
ized workers in this state pub-
lished a severe attack against 
the commitee. 

"Congressman Martin L. Dies 
the demagogue from Texas is 
brazenly asking Congress for 
$100,000 so he can continue his 
smear campaign against the CIO 
and the New Deal under the 
guise of 'an investigation of sub 
versime activities," the editorial 
says. 

Every sincere believer in the 
rights of labor should exert all 
his efforts to stop the squander-
ing of public money to encourage 
this campaign against civil lib-
erties—which is actually what 
the Dies 'investigation' amounts 
to.
