Resolutions adopted by the con-
vention called for dissolution of the
Dies Committee, defense of the
Wagner and Wages and Hours Act,
criticising attempts to amend them;
declaring for strict neutrality by
the United States and .in defense
of Civil Righis.

One of the debates of the con-
vention centered around a point in
Wolchok's report in which he
favored a third term for Roosevelt.
This point was sharply crificised
by Delegate David Livingstone of
Warchouse, Local 65 of New York,
who pointed to the administration's
drive to apply the Sherman Anti-
