Sir Oswald Mosley's newspaper, "Action" (illus-
tration on page 7), was exactly what the Deutscher
Weckruf und Beobachter still is in the United
States -- just as Mosley's Black Shirts compare to
the Bund's Stormtroopers. Indeed, the Bund fre-
quently distributes In pamphlet form extensive re-
prints from "Action" which, incidentally, was
highly recommended by Goebbels' "World Service",
as proved in NRS.

In England, the exceedingly influential Anglo-
German Link was the equivalent to the current Ger-
man-American National Alliance ) -- and so on, ad
nauseam, with each organization or publication
threatening to become one more nail in the coffin
of American Democracy.

It Worked ONncoeses

Followlng the propaganda pattern which proved
so extremely successful in England and other Euro-
Dean countries, Wazl agents in the United States,
magnet-fashion, systematically draw towards them=
selves obstructionist "movements" of the most ai-
vergent character. Whether they be political
crackpots or demagoglc schemers’ -- nll is grist
that comes to the Nazl appeasement mill.

An 1dea of the wide range of propaganda bede
fellows who, ofttimes Inadvertently, permit them-
selves to be enlisted in Nazi anti-preparedness
campaigns against the United States, is best con-
veved by a random collection of leaflets, news=
papers, pamphlets, etc., from NRS files (1llus-
trations #1 to #12, on pages 4 and 5)s These
"paper bullets" are partly propelled by unsuspect-
ing, well-meaning Americans who allowed themsslves
to be caught in the ¥agzi propaganda net, and part-
ly by those who have boarded the swastika bande
wagon in anticipation of Totall tarlanism taking
over the Unlted States.

their comblned total circulations amount to millions upon millions. They

Very few of these publicatlions advance arguments clearly smacking of
Nazism and, of course, not all pro-Nazl publications are as outspoken as, for {
example, the California Staats-Zeitung (#1), whose front pages compare, in
Jubilant expectancy of approaching victory, to those of the Volkischer Beo-
bachter and the Berliner Borsen Zeitung. This stunt 1is easy enough to pere
form in view of the fact that the Califomia Staats-Zeitung 7), like many

What the Nazi prompters of the diversified appeasers anxlously suppress is-
the fact that emasculation and delay of HeRs 1776 would not only throw victori .
