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'Connally 
Was Against 
Dallas Trip' 

Dallas, Tex. 
Governor John B. Con-

nally has indicated he did 
not want President Kenne-
dy to take the trip to Dal-
las in November, 1963, 
when the President was as-, 
sassinated and the gover-
nor wounded. 

"I reminded him he had 
not made a political appear-
ance in Texas since the 1960 
campaign and that if he 
spoke at four fund-raising 
dinners, be would be accused 
of coming to Texas just to 
take back a lot of money," 
Connally said yesterday in a 
copyrighted interview in the 
Dallas Times Herald. 

The visit to Texas was of 
the President's own making, 
Connally said. 

Connally made the state-
ment in reaction to Look 
magazine's first installment 
of a four-part, 60,000-word se-
rialization of William Man-
chester's controversial a c-
count of the assassination, 
The Death of a President. 

Manchester reports in the 
book that five prominent 
Democrats strongly urged 
Mr. Kennedy to keep Dallas 
off his Texas itinerary in No-
vember.
