SURGERY 

The President's throat was 
opened in a tracheotomy to 
relieve breathing, blood and 
fluids were administered in-
travenously. Physicians la-
bored, to keep respiration at 

• a life-sustaining level. 

Dr. Perry, said be was 
summoned immediately after 
the President was brought 
to the emergency entrance of 
Parkland Hospital. 

"I noticed he was in crit-
ical condition from a wound 
in the neck and head," Perry 
said, and Dr. Kemp Clark, 
chief of neurosurgeons was 
called in. 

"Immediate respiration 
methods were taken and Dr. 
Clark was summoned along 

with other members of the 
surgical staff. 

"They arrived immediate-
ly, but at his point, the Pres-
ident's condition did not al-
low complete resuscitation. 

"He was critical and mori-
bund. Dr. Clark assisted res-
piration with oxygen, an 
anesthetic machine and an 
endo-tracheal tube. A trache-
otomy was performed." 

FLUIDS 

The President's throat was 
opened. 

"Blood and fluids were 
given," Perry said. 

Dr. Clark said. "They 
called me because the Presi-
dent had a brain wound. 
Tracheotomy and resuscita-
tion were done to relieve the 
possibility of air being in the 
pleural space, between the 
lung and the chest. 

"We inserted chest tubes. 

"Shortly after I arrived, 
the President lost his heart 
action." 

Dr. Perry tried "closed 
chest cardiac massage." to 
no avail. 

The pulse was detected 
briefly. "but to no avail," 
Clark said. 

The physicians were too ,, 
busy to notice the time, but 
arbitrarily declared 1 p. m. 
(CST), the time of death. 

Clark said the President 
lived 40 minutes from the 
time of the shooting until 
death was pronounced.

"I WAS NEVER able to 
detect a heart heat after the 
President arrived. It was 
obvious he never knew what 
hit him."
