EVIDENCE AGAINST LEE HENRY OSWALD, ACCUSED ASSASSIN OF PRESIDENT 

KENNEDY. IT WAS RECORDED ON TAPE BY WNBC-TV. 

WADE: THE PURPOSE OF THIS NEWS CONFERENCE IS TO DETAIL SOME OF THE 

EVIDENCE AGAINST OSWALD FOR THE ASSASSINATION OF THE PRESIDENT. THIS 

EVIDENCE WAS GATHERED BY--LARGELY BY--THE DALLAS POLICE WHO DID AN 

EXCELLENT JOB ON THIS, WITH THE HELP OF SOME OF THE FEDERAL, AGENTS. 

AND I AM GOING. THROUGH THE EVIDENCE PIECE BY PIECE FOR YOU. NO. 1. 

(SOME OF THIS YOU ALREADY KNOW; SOME OF IT YOU WON'T; I DON'T THINK 

THAT ALL OF YOU DO KNOW). FIRST, THERE WAS A NUMBER OF WITNESSES 

THAT SAW THE PERSON WITH THE GUN ON THE SIXTH FLOOR OF THE BOOKSTORE 

BUILDING, THE WINDOW--DETAILING THE WINDOW--WHERE HE WAS LOOKING OUT. 
INSIDE Th15 WINDOW THE POLICE. FOUND A ROW OF BOOKS, CASES, BOXES, 

HIDING SOMEONE SITTING IN THE WINDOW, FROM PEOPLE ON THE SAME FLOOR 

LOOKING IN. ON THE WINDOW WERE SOME BOXES WHERE, IN THE LITTLE CIRCLE 

AROUND THE WINDOW, BY THE BOOKCASES, SOME BOXES WHERE, APPARENTLY THE 

PERSON WAS SITTING, BECAUSE HE WAS SEEN FROM THAT PARTICULAR WINDOW. 

"ON THIS BOX THAT THE DEFENDANT WAS SITTING ON, HIS PALM PRINT 

WAS FOUND AND WAS IDENTIFIED AS HIS. THE THREE EJECTED SHELLS WERE 

FOUND RIGHT BY THE BOX. THE SHELLS WERE OF AN ODD CALIBRE OF 

THE TYPE AND LATER DETERMINED, THE GUN, THAT WAS FOUND ON THE FLOOR. 

"TEE GUN WAS HIDDEN ON THIS SAME FLOOR BEHIND SOME BOXES AND BOOK-

CASES. IT, AS I THINK YOU KNOW, HAS BEEN IDENTIFIED AS HAVING 

BEEN PURCHASED LAST MARCH BY OSWALD, FROM A MAIL ORDER HOUSE, THROUGH 

AN ASSUMED NAME NAMED HIDELL, MAILED TO A POST OFFICE BOX HERE IN 

DALLAS, ON HIS PERSON WAS A POCKETBOOK. IN HIS POCKETBOOK WAS AN 

IDENTIFICATION CARD WITH THE SAME NAME AS THE POST OFFICE BOX ON IT. 

"PICTURES WERE FOUND —OT THE DEFENDANT WITH THIS 	AND A PISTOL ON 

 

"IMMEDIATELY THAT MORNING--IT WAS UNUSUAL, BUT THAT MORNING--A 

NEIGHBOR BROUGHT OSWALD FROM IRVING, TEXAS. HE USUALLY BROUGHT HIM 

ON MONDAY MORNING, I THINK, BUT THIS DAY HE WENT HOME ONE DAY EARLIER 
ON THURSDAY NIGHT1 .AND CAME BACK TO--WITH THIS FELLOW--AND WHEN HF 

CAME BACK HE HAD A PACKAGE UNDER HIS ARM THAT HE SAID WAS WINDOW 

CURTAINS, I BELIEVE, OR WINDOW SHADES. THE WIFE HAD SAID HF HAD THE 

GUN THE NIGHT BEFORE, AND IT WAS MISSING THAT MORNING AFTER HE LEFT. 

HE GOT OUT AROUND EIGHT O'CLOCK AND WENT TO THE BUILDING BEHIND SOME 

CARS AND WENT TO WORK. 
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"A POLICE OFFICER, IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE ASSASSINATION, RAN . IN THE 
BUILDING AND SAW THIS MAN IN A CORNER AND TRIED TO ARREST HIM; BUT 
THE MANAGER OF THE BUILDING SAID HE WAS AN EMPLOYE AND IT WAS ALL 

RIGHT. EVERY OTHER EMPLOYE WAS LOCATED BUT THIS DEFENDANT OF THE 
COMPANY, A DESCRIPTION AND TAME F HIM WENT OUT BY POLICE TO LOOK 
FOR HIM. 

"THE NEXT WE HEAR OF HIM IS ON A BUS WHERE HE GOT ON A BUS AT 

LAMAR:STREET, TOLD THE BUS DRIVER THE PRESIDENT HAD BEEN SHOT, TEE 

PRESIDENT. (HE) TOLD THE LADY--ALL THIS WAS VERIFIED BY STATEMENTS--

TOLD THE LADY ON THE BUS THAT THE PRESIDENT HAD BEEN SHOT. HE SAID, 
HOW DID HE KNOW. HE SAID A MAN BACK THERE TOLD HIM. THE DEFENDANT 
SAID ?YES, HE'S BEEN SHOT, AND LAUGHED VERY LOUD." 

REPORTER: "THIS WAS TO A LADY?" 

WADE: "A LADY. HE THEN--THE BUS, HE ASKED THE BUS DRIVER TO STOP, 

GOT OFF AT A STOP, CAUGHT A TAXICAB DRIVER, DARRYL CLICK--I DON'T HAVE 

HIS EXACT PLACE--AND WENT TO HIS HOME IN OAK CLIFF, CHANGED HIS 
CLOTHES HUgRIEDLY, AND LEFT. 

"AS HE LEFT, THREE WITNESSES SAW A POLICE OFFICER--OFFICER TIPPIT-- 
MOTION TO HIM OR SAY SOMETHING, TO HIM. HE WALKED UP TO THE CAR. 

OFFICER TIFFIT STEPPED OUT OF THE CAR AND STARTED AROUND IT. HE SHOT 
HIM THREE TIMES AND KILLED HIM." 

REPORTER: "WAS THIS IN FRONT OF THE BOARDING HOUSE?" 

WADE: "NO, IT'S NOT IN FRONT OF THE BOARDING HOUSE." 

REPORTER: "WHERE WAS IT?" 

WADE: "I DON'T HAVE IT EXACT. IT'S MORE THAN A BLOCK, IT'S A BLOCK 
OR TWO." 

REPORTER: "WAS HE ON FOOT WHEN TIPPET SAW HIM?" 

WADE: "YES, HE WAS ON FOOT, AND APPARENTLY HEADED FOR THE TEXAS 
THEATER. HE THEN WALKED ACROSS A VACANT LOT. WITNESSES SAW HIM EJECT 
THE SHELLS FROM A REVOLVER AND PLACE--RELOAD--THE GUN. SOMEONE SAW 
HIM GO IN THE TEXAS THEATER. A SEARCH WAS MADE OF THAT LATER BY A 
NUMBER OF POLICE OFFICERS. AT THE TIME AN OFFICE OF THE DALLAS POLICE 
SPOTTED HIM AND ASKED HIM TO COME OUT. HE STRUCK AT THE OFFICER, PUT 
TEE GUN AGAINST HIS HEAD AND SNAPPED IT S  BUT DID NOT--THE BULLET DID 
NOT--GO OFF. WE HAVE THE SNAPPED BULLET THERE. OFFICERS--OFFICERS 
APPREHENDED HIM AT THAT TIME." 

REPORTER: *WAS THAT AN ATTEMPTED SUICIDE, SIR?" 

WADE: "AGAINST THE OFFICER'S HEAD." 

REPORTER: "DO YOU KNOW WHY THE GUN 	." 
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REPORTER: "WHICH OFFICER?* 

WADE: ".ACDONALD WAS HIS NAME." 

REPORTER: "taY DIDN'f 11 GO OFF?"

KNOW ANYTHING ABOUT THAT. THE INVESTIGATION AND CHARGES HAVE BEEN 

FILED. IT WILL BE PRESENTED TO THE GRAND JURY ON RUBY, IMMEDIATELY 

WITHIN THE NEXT WEEK; AND IT'LL PROBABLY BE TRIED AROUND THE MIDDLE 

OF JANUARY."

INVESTIGATION OF THE ASSASSINATION OF THE PRESIDENT, BEFORE SENDING 

AGAIN TO WASHINGTON?" 

WADE: "BEFORE." 

- REPORTER: "DO YOU THINK IT WAS UNUSUAL FOR JACK RUBY TO BE IN THAT 

CROWD?" 

WADE: "I WON'T PASS ON THAT--UNUSUAL TO BE IN THAT CROWD?" 

REPORTER: "THERE ARE REPORTS THAT HE HAD PLANNED TO." 

WADE: "I HAVEN'T BEEN HERE SINCE LAST NIGHT, SO I DON'T KNOW 

ANYTHING ABOUT IT." 

REPORTER: "MR. WADE, HOW DO YOU FEEL ABOUT NOT BEING ABLE TO TRY 

OSWALD AS THE KILLER OF THE PRESIDENT?" 
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WADE: *WELL, WE WILL TRY RUBY AND ASK THE DEATH PENA 

ABOUT THE SAME TIME.* 

REPORTER: *WELL, How ABOUT OSWALD?* 

WADE: *I DON'T WANT TO GO INTO THE WHYS OR WHEREFORES 	 NG." 

REPORTER: *HAS YOUR OFFICE CLOSED THE INVESTIGATION Iglittltr*ATH 

OF PRESIDENT KENNEDY?* 

WADE: *NO SIR. THE INVESTIGATION WILL CONTINUE ON THAT, WITH THE 

BASIS, OF COURSE, THAT WE HAVE NO CONCRETE EVIDENCE THAT ANYONE 

ASSISTED HIM IN THIS. THE INVESTIGATION, I'M SURE, WILL GO ON WITH 

REFERENCE TO ANY POSSIBLE ACCOMPLICE OR PERSON THAT ASSISTED HIM IN 

IT * 

REPORTER: *DO YOU HAVE ANY SUSPICIONS NOW THAT THERE WERE?" 

WADE: "I HAVE NO CONCRETE EVIDENCE OR SUSPICIONS AT PRESENT.* 

REPORTER: *THANK YOU.* 

REPORTER: *WOULD YOU BE WILLING TO SAY, IN VIEW OF ALL THIS 

EVIDENCE, THAT IT IS NOW BEYOND A REASONABLE DOUBT AT ALL THAT OSWALD 

WAS THE KILLER OF PRESIDENT KENNEDY?* 

WADE: *I WOULD SAY THAT WITHOUT ANY DOUBT HE IS THE KILLER--THE 

LAW SAYS BEYOND A REASONABLE DOUBT, TO A MORAL CERTAINTY, WHICH I 

HAVE--THERE IS NO QUESTION THAT HE WAS THE KILLER OF PRESIDENT 

KENNEDY.* 

REPORTER: "THAT CASE IS CLOSED IN YOUR MIND?* 

WADE: *AS FAR AS OSWALD'S CONCERNED.*
