}rail Oswald Took in Mexico

Proves Puzzle

MEXICO CITY, Nov. 26 —
{The trail in Mexico of Lee Har-
vey Oswald, slain suspect in the
assassination of President Ken-
(nedy, seems to end in a series
of unresolved questions.

Oswald was in Mexico be-
' tween Sepl, 26 and Oct. 3. While
here he applied under his own
‘name for visas both to Cuba and
to the Soviet Union. It has been
established, however, that his
activities in Mexico came to the
attention of authorities only af-
ter his arrest on Nov, 22 follow-
ing the shooting of President
|Kennedy that day in Dallas.
,  Mexican and American inves-
itigative authorities here admit-
ted they were at a loss as to
how to uncover further infor-
mation concerning Oswald's res-
idence during his stay here or
any sustained account of his
‘movements. They were inclined
Ltoday to discount Mexican im-
|migration reports from Nuevo
Laredo that Oswald entered the
Icountry in a Uniled States sail-
or's unifarm and in the company
fof twn women and a man.
| Raul Luebano, Mexican immi-
gration agent at the Nuevo Lar-
edo port of entry, said today
that his memory of Oswald's
entrance into Mexico on Sept.
26 was reconstructed following
the events in Dallas. He said
he had communicated his recol-
lections of Oswald to the United
States consulate in Nuevo La-
redo,

A United States consular of-
ficial at Nuevo Laredo said he
had sent all his information to

-the United States Embassy in

' Mexico City, He indicated that
little credence could be attached
to the possibility that Oswald
had entered Mexico in a sailor's
uniform. He also said that the
report that Oswald had entered
in the company of two women
and a man was ‘'very vague."

A United States Embassy of-
ficial said he was convinced
that little credence could he
placed in the story of the =ail-
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or's uniform and only slightly
more credence in the story of
Oswald's companions. |

A source in the Ministry of
Interior here, which has control
over immigration and over se-
cret police, agreed. This official
said that United States service-
men do occasionally enter Mex-,
ico in uniform but they do so
under specific circumstances’
and probably would not be iso-:
lated instances of such entries, |

as reported in the case of Os-,
wald.

Acted Like A Tourist

All information available in-
dicated that Oswald, after hav-
ing abandoned his attempts to|
obtain visas to Cubs and Rus-
sia, conducted himself more or
less as a tourist, He entered the
country with a 15-day tourist|
permit, |

It has been learned that his
attempts to obtain visas to Rus-
sia. and Cuba were reported to'
the police here only sometime
after he had made the applica-
tions and had left the embassies
in disgust hecause of the time
needed to process his applica-
tions.

Information concerning his
applications presumably would
have reached agencies in the'
United States Embassy here in-
terested in Mexico-Cuba traffic.

Following the two unsuccess-
ful visa applications, Oswald
disappeared. It is known that
Mexican secret police, and quite
probably United States investi-
gating officers, have made in-
tensive efforts to reconstruet!
the picture of Oswald’s activ-
ities here, They were particu-!
larly interested in establishing!
whether he had had any contact!
with known Communist or pro-
Communist eor Castro Cuban
groups and organizations here.

So far as has been learned he
did not get in touch with any of’

these groups or at least any of
the nominally active ones.
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
