PRESIDENTIAL COMMISSION INVESTIGATING THE ASSASSINATION OF PRESIDENT 

KENNEDY. 

THE CHRONICLE SAID AUTHORITIES BELIEVE THE SNIPER WAS OSWALD, 

THE ACCUSED ASSASSIN OF PRESIDENT KENNEDY. OSWALD WAS LATER SLAIN BY 

JACK RUBY, DALLAS NIGHT CLUB OPERATOR. 

WALKER WAS A FORMER COMMANDER OF THE 24TH DIVISION IN GERMANY AND 

A CANDIDATE FOR GOVERNOR OF TEXAS LAST YEAR.
