Nov. 22. Tippit was shot to
death when he attempted to
question Oswald.

More than $600,000 in dOna~
tions for the Tippit family
poured in from all over the
nation after the officer’s death
but his widow said that 'the
family is living on $228 a
month.

She explained that ]awyers
are completing details on form-
ing trust funds but that in the
meantime, she and her three
children have been living on
Tippit’s police benefit pay-
ments.

She says her life probably will
change little, even after she
starts receiving the con-
tributions. She wants her chil-
dren brought up in the manner
Tippit had planned. She fore-
sees no moves from their @ak
Cliff nieghborhood, about ' 12
miles from downtown Dallas,
