FOREIGNERS WERE TEAMS OF REPORTERS INTERVIEWING WITNEStES AND RE-

TRACING KENNEDY'S ROUTE IN THE HEAT OF THE CONTROVERSY OVER TEE 

WARREN COMMISSION'S CONCLUSION THAT LEE HARVEY OSWALD ACTED ALONE IN 

SHOOTING KENNEDY.
