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Mrs. Kennedy 'Irked'

(AP) — Mrs. John F. Kennedy, 
evidently weary after her recent 
book controversy, asked again 
today that her Caribbean vaca-
tion be private. 

The police posted guards at 
the oceanfront estate where the 
former First Lady and her two 
children are guests. 

"Mrs. Kennedy is irked," a 
spokesman said. "She has de-
manded complete privacy." 

Mrs. Kennedy apparently be-
came irate after two photog-
raphers surprised her and her 
children yesterday evening while 
they were swimming. 

Spectators said the photog-
raphers had appeared while 
Mrs. Kennedy was swimming. 
She refused to come out of the 
water and called for help, the 
spectators said. 

Secret Service agents arrived 
and waded into the water after 
the photographers, the specta-
tors said. The photographers 
were chased off. 

Police later held two other 
photographers under house ar-
rest for two hours through a 
case of mistaken identity.
