Miss Serrano, a 20 year old 

Youth for Kennedy worker 
from nearby Pasadena, ex-
plained in a TV interview aft-
er the shooting that she had 
gone out on a hotel terrace 
as Kennedy began his speech 
cl aiming victely in Tues-
day's California Democratic 
presidential primary. 

"A girl came running down
