plot has the sacred cow :•-loover 
got in store for Americans? lam 
damned concerned! Was it really 
coincidental that Depugh was ar-
rested right after my pressure, 
or was it planned out of fear of 
what the American public may 
REALLY uncover, going back as 
far as 1963? 

We are propelled so fast to-
wards a fascist-rightist police 
state that we may see open Ges-
tapo operations before 1970 with 
the SS-concentration camp sys-
tem before we really can see our 
d anger.

I learned recently that a guer-
rilla camp is operating in the 
Sierra mountains, 130 miles east 
of San Francisco. This is astag-
ing area for demolitions training 
as well as assassination teams. 

Why hasn4 the HJI, after 
years of knowing of these oper-
ations, done nothing about it? 
There are camps where illegal 
machineguns, dynamite and ex-
plosives are used. But nothing 
is being done. 

It is my sincere belief that the 
FBI long ago sold out to the slick 
Rightist line. 

Before leaving L.A., I was told 
that 'people" had put up money 
to silence me and my actions. 
But you, know well that I am an 
idealist, and I will defend my 
views—and die, if I have to—be- 
fore selling out values or truth, 
Although you and I differ in our 
political viewpoint, we agree as 
men who wish for humanity, 
brotherhood and truth... three 
things which few are yearning 
or fighting for any more. 

I will die for these three things 
rather than sell out to a master 
whose 'coin is fear, violence and 
hate. This master is alive and 
well in the government's secret 
tiger dens of einvestigation" in 
this country. If left unchecked, 
you'll see the dawn of Big Broth- 
er's 1984, way ahead of schedule. 

In closing, I hope the Free 
Press will show great fortitude 
and courage in the hours and 
days ahead. I hope that you ex-
pose the truth behind the scenes.
