Marina h a d complained 
about Porter's owning a pis-
tol and Richburg ordered 
Porter to turn it over. Porter 
was supposed to deliver the 
g u n yesterday to Charles 
Tessmer, his lawyer, so Tess-
mer could hand it over to 
Richburg. 

They broke the appoint-
ment to leave town for a 
second honeymoon and Tess-
mer said he will get the gun 
from the babysitter Marina 
left with her children, June 
Lee, 3, and RachaeI, 2. Os-
wald was their father. 
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
