The G e o-r gi a publisher 
said he felt Lee Harvey Os-
wald. the accused\  assassin.

McGill argued that ek-, 
treme fanaticism, on the 
right or the left, was a 
manifestation of mental ill-
ness. He_suggested sueh,•ex-
tremists' actually are "people 
without a country." 

McGill agreed that gener-
--- 
ally in the United States. in' 
the past nine days, there has 
been a moratorium on 
venomously hateful attacks. 

"I hope to God it con-
tinues," he said, "but I don't 

think it will." , 
• McGill predicted that Mr.

FILIBUSTER 

Th e publisher predicted,, 
however, that Southerners in 
Congress will filibuster the 
current civil rights bill. But, 
he added, the assassination 
"ought to make it easier for 
President Johnson to steer it 
through." 

McGill cited Mississippi as 
the worst civil-rights problem 
facing Mr. Johnson. 

"What's Mississippi going 
to do?" he asked. "This 
frightens us all in the South 
—this worries a lot of us." 

After observing that "areas 
like Mississippi look on Wash-
ington as the citadel of a 
foreign power," McGill de-
clared: "I am stire you will 
see troops again in Missis-
sippi this September."

McGill Says Callers Reviled 
Kennedy After His Death 

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 2 
(API—Ralph McGill, publisher 
)f The Atlanta Constitution 
said yesterday that several 
Southern newspaper editors had 
received anonymous phone calls 
reviling President Kennedy 
after his death. 

Mr. McGill said there had 
been a general moratorium on 
hateful attacks throughout the 
'United States since the assassi-
nation. 

"I hope to God it continues," 
he said, "but I don't think it 
will." 
I "I know," he asserted, that 
the malignancy of hard-core 
'racism is not going to abate." 

He predicted that President'

MOSCOW, Dec. 1—Soviet 
commentators repeated their 
charge today that President 
Kennedy had been the victim 
of a rightist political plot in-
volving many conspirators.

They kept asking. 

The commentators may have,  
in mind a curiously similar 
episode of Soviet history related 
to them two years ago by Pre-

mier Khrushchev.
