Federal Government by Morton
Sobell in his effort to compile
evidence to overturn his con-
viction in the 1951 case of Ju-
lius ‘and Ethel Rosenperg have
been found, a lawyerworking
on the case reported yesterday.

The Rosenbergs were execut-
ed in 1953 as a result of their
conviction. They maintained
throughout their trial that they
were not guilty.

Mr. Sobell served 17
years and nine months of a 30-
year sentence, was released
from prison in 1969 and is re-
quired to report to the United
States Board of Parole until
1981.

Burt Neuborne of the Ameri-
can Civil Liberties Union, who
represented Mr. Sobell in his
claim to the exhibits, said he
had been informed Monday by
the office of the United States
Attorney for the Southern Dis-
trict of New York that the ex-
hibits had been found.
