The paper said Coady
joined the motorcade during
the confusion when fire
broke out in the third car
of the presidential motor-
cade as it crept: through
downtown Providence. ;

Coady, who was helping |
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hold back the throng gath-
ered to catch a glimpse of'
!the President, jumped nn‘:o.I
‘the second car in line—the
one carrying Mrs. Johnson—
as it started to speed off.
