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Politicians Express Outrage,

and Some Link Assault
to War in Indochina

Opponents and supporters of |

Gov. George C. Wallace joined|
yesterday to condemn theshoot-
ing of the Alabamian and to
deplore the growing tendency
toward violence in American

politics.
Both the Senate and the
House of  Representatives

unanimously approved a resolu-
tion saying the attempted as-
sassination should be “deplored
and condemned by all Ameri-
cans.”

The resolution, introduced by
Senators James B. Allen and
John J. Sparkman, Democrats
of Alabama, also conveyed to
Governor Wallace and his fam-
ily the “best wishes and pray-|
ers of all citizens.” i

Similar words of condolence
and outrage were issued by
politicians across the country,
by church groups and black
leaders, and in newspaper edi-
torials, Overseas, the shooting
was front-page news and some
newspapers linked the violence
with the war in Southeast Asia.

Izvestia, the Soviet Govern-
ment newspaper, found an ele-
ment of “ominous regularity”
in the incident and, recalleng
the death of Senator Robert F.
Kennedy in 1968, the news-
paper noted: “Once again an
election yeat—once again a
shooting.”

_ The Senate majority leader,
Mike Mansfield of Montana,

said he was “horror-struck” by
the shooting. “It indicates a
weakness of some kind in our
democracy,” he said. “It bodes
no good for this Republic.”

The Senate minority leader,
Hugh Scett of Ptnnsylvania,
echoed his collegaties’ expres-
sions of shock, saying that
“America’ was founded on five

freedoms and now freedom
from fear has been violated.”

The Républican whip in the
Senate, Robert P. Griffin of

Michigan, said the shooting|
“tends to demean our political!
processes and degrade our so-
ciety.” But he added thatpeo-
ple “shouldn’t jump to the con-,
clusion that our whole society|
"is sick because of a few de-
ranged persons.”
