Senator Birch Bayh I 
(Dem-Ind.), chief sponsor of 
the bill, said it watild'prohib-
it anyone except a police of-
ficer from buying the kind of 
weapon used to shoot Wal-
lace. 

Bayh said the subcommit-
tee agreed to report the 
measure to the full Judici-
ary committee with the un-
derftanding that he and Sen-
ator Roman L. Hruska 
(Rep-Neb.), would try to 
work out specifics. 

Bayh said he prefers to let 
the secretary of the treasury 
set the standards -for what 
guns are covered. including 
barrel length, weight, call-
her a4. safety devices. 
Hruska, the ranking GOP 
member of the subcommit-
tee, wants them written into 
law. 	 •
