Arnold S. Johnson, direc-
tor of the Communist party's 
Information and Lecture Bu-
reau, said that "Communists 
just do not believe in assas-

'sination as a method of so-
cial change." 

Johnson said that Oswald 
was not a Communist party 
member and that "no Com-
munist of any character at 
any time" was involved with 
Oswald in a plot to kill the 
President. 
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
