H.rnow sesms like a genuinely concerned man., e has talked to the foreipn-relstions
conmittee people, will again, and has the impression that Fulbright's real intention is to
use the proposed investization against the administratiocn. 1 think he'll lay an ez il he
Goes, for on this Chile thing alone its record is better than that of the previcus Demo,
administrations. I think Karnow agrees, and 1 know he agrs:s that it uskes no difrerence
which varty is in power,

He is surprised to find, as he seems to have, that no real vork, no real study, hag
ever been made of the international corporate conglomerates. I was able to trace the begin -
nings of American growth in this field to a degres for him from my experiences in intelli-
gence, Among the leads I swigested he check out is the dissppesred Pentagon micrafilm, 25
rolls of it, of the documents captured on lussolini and turned over to us by the vartisans.
They trusted us. I traced it to the Fentagon and thereafter coula find no further trace.

An econombst I thenk knew also did, and I recalled his name. I reminded Kernow of the

I .cidently, sart of tle Ande son appearance on 60 minutes is rather good on how the working
press gets taken in. i have often thought that reports were really more prinmcipled and taeir
work more honest, if less erudite, when so many were drunks and so few hadé good educetions.
There is, for example, almost no resl investigative reporting today. Everybocdy depends on

a tip and then getting hand-fed., I hate to suggest it, but I also believe that liproved
conditions have made for poorer reporting and more of a willingness to accept policy deter—
minations on news and to engage in self-eensorship, which I regard as more sinister than

the official,

HMesnwhile, the most incredible allegations in the Beard part of the case continue
unguestioned. I do 2ot know if you have been following it, but there is no end to the
contradictions, each reported straight, as though there had not been any earlier version by
the same person and withought question about long silonces by those who suddenly surface
with important information. In all o it the gut shot is ignored, and I think that with
the President a Hepublican it will continue that way. Checkers vas a speech of current
imphrtance because of what he alieged in it about his financial condition, aside from its
im-ediate, emotional PUrpPOSeSe..Karnow doesn't krow if he is fo ve kept on the story. best,
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
