The same story is most interesting because it shows that on Sept. 16, 
1971, Nixon took the attitude at a press conference that "we" 9meaning JFK) 
had got into Vietnam through overthrowing Diem and complicity for his murder. 
The GL forgot about John Foster tulles in 1954, of course, although no one 
was more supportive of Dulles at the time, as I recall it, that Nixon himself. 
In other words, Nixon could not have taken the attitude he did in 1971 if he 
had not known about the.phony cables being worked out. If you don't have
