In any case, I dor't think I'm able to try to do
anythimg about it, even if Cohen should want me to. Just too
busy. I'm only beginning to clip very superficially the 10
months f Times which have piled up (the subscription ran out
Oct. 30 and I'm not renewing) and have a good winter's work shead
in winding up the files Jenifer kept so faithfully and so much
longer them she should have.

I want to get these into some sort of presentable and
usable shape before contacting Wrone, who probably will get them in
the end thanks to your excellent and generous recommendation., Ilve
inquired discreetly with a friend at Stanford, and the Hoover Library
probably would like them but I feel that's a splendid place for them
to met buried or even burned once they had g good look at what they
contein,

‘he only other possgibility locally, Cal, probably would
be another reliable route to oblivion, and aside from that I g¢an
think only of Cregon, whé&éh, as you'll recall, wanted your files,
On the whole I think now I'd probably rather have them with yours,
where they'd be as useful as they'd ever be for crosschecking if
nothing else, 50 if you talk or wrilite to Wrone, please tell him
I'm muchm interested in hig offer but am lying low until I see how
well I can brinz them to completion. You might mention to him too
that we have somewhere between 200 and 300 books on the assassinations
and Watergate end tangential subjects, including the WR and the 26
volumes, and does he want those too ?

I don't think my Chinese files are suitable for anyone
but Gil Mattos, who has asked for them, along with our Chinese books,
1f there's any orcer to them at all, they're merely chronological
rather than organized by subject, and are the sort of fragmentary
collemction one with our specialiged knowledge would not bother with
rounding out with the vacuum-cleaner appreoach we used for the
assassinations and Watergate,

- I've been unbelievably busy, including a week spent on a
trip to Arizoha to see old friends of ours after I got to the point
where I simply didn't feel like writing any more letters for a while.
People have been very zood about inviting me out, and I've begun #o
repay some of their hospitality in a modest way., Had a couple here for
dinner the other night (he used to edit the Shanchai Evening Post and
Mercury, was In Peking before I was, and our paths have crossed often
during the years) and plied them with slow-roasted beef sirloin which
wes an astounding success, They wouldn't leave without the recipe, and
no one can ask better praise even if it's done out of politeness.
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The last 50 miles of the trip back from Arizona were in a
driving wind and rainstorm, so I've had to stop everything else
for several days to pick up the litbter and do much-needed pruning
and brush-clearing., This was our first big rain, and we've just
had another, so at least the fire-hazard is 1aid for a while if
not the drousht., ¥arin's regervoir are now 30 per cent full instead
of 25 per cent, and if we can get some more rain perhaps we can
forget about water rationing for a while. ilaybe take down the
"Poo do, pee don't" signs which are popular over Farin County johns.,
I've liked that, because it's quite Chinese in itg tergeness.

I'm elso enclosing a photocopy of the thing I did for SAGE
on acupuncture and UP0s. Unfortunately they turned a young editor
loose on it, and he loused up the syntax, including removing vital
cormas in some places and inserting them where they weren't needed,
S0 if it doesn't read well, blame him partly, at least.

1 think that I shall wait until later to tell you the special
things about Jenifer. It's a long, somebimes sad story, and should
not be told in haste to someone like yourself who appreciated her,
But I'1l get around to it, and I hope it will give you a better idea
of how she zot to be what sghe was, a rare and unique person, It is
clear from the letters I'm getting that she had a profound effect upon
many people, They say such thines ag "meeting her changed my 1life,"
"brilliant conversationalist,’ (how she'd laurh at that idea) and
"she was, in all the world, alons, gbgolutely unique,”

grateful that she wants to, sympathize with her feeling of help-
lessness conceriing a person she never met, and assure her that
thanks to Jenifer's own loving forethought, I'm doing far better
than I ever expected to. lfospice holds every month or so & modest
evening party where survivors can renew acquaintance with the

staff end meset each other, There many poignant moments, but it's
most rewarding because usually one is able to pass on some tip
that's been useful, Among them all, I feel in the best shape
emotionally in spite of my certainty that I alone have lost Jenifer,
But in magy yways I haven't. She's still very much here. Lverything
in the hougse represents a decigion, or an acquisition, or a creation
done together. It's most conforting, quite contrary to what I had
expected, She's still teaching me,

Flease tell Lil not to worry about writing to me. I'm mosh

- I plan to zo east in time to hit you ag soon as rossible after
your April 15 liveration, if that suits you. I can't make it earlier
for ovbious reasons, and can't make it much later because Gil has to
go to the Far East early in Nay, I'11 keep you posted as to plang,
and look forward very much to seeing you both., I'1l be stopping along
the wey, both going and coming, to see lifelong friends strmmg out all
all acrocs the country. So there!ll be some flexibility, and I shall
depend on you to keep me informed of what ‘time sould suit you best.
