"I have for years been a student of hypnotism. From my study and knowledge of the effects of hypnotic induction and the subsequent hypnotic states, I do not believe it would be possible to induce a post-hypnotic suggestion, orginarily, which would last long enough without a series of repeated suggestions, to enable an individual to commit a crime, especially one involving a series of discretionary Judgements. 

"I am acquainted with an individual named JACK S. MARTIN,/ SR. of 1311 N. Prier Street, New Orleans, Louisiana. -Mr 	has told me of how he has secured numerous honorary titles and degrees and has shown me certificates of them, which in my opinion are probably worthless. I myself have never sold or distrib9ted any of these documents, and have no knowledge of 4 	E MAR or any information that  he has any type of fraudulent me Cal or college degree. 
"I realize that in the city of New Orleans my name has been associated with that of LEE HARVEY OSWALD by certain persons. However, to the best of my recollection and belief I have never known LEE HARVEY OSWALD or JACK/RUBY. 
"I have personally typed this statement of two and a half pages and 'it is true and correct to the best of knowleedge belief and recollection at this time."
