The Federal Bureau of Investigation has completed i

survey of the documents relating to the Warren Commissic
files wirich were described in the list that was presente
to this department by your agency, and has prepared five
self-explanatory lists concerning those documents which
the Attorney.General has asked me to forward to you.

The [irst list describes Lhc docwmhnts that may be
publilcely disclosced; the sccond list describes those that
may bCe disclosed in part; the LiTv' list describes those
that should not be released at this time; the fourth lis
describes those that are missing. from your files or whic
were presented by other agencies; and the fifth list de-
scribes transmittal letters which were not im your files
Necessarily, the documents described in the last two 1is
have not been evaluated.

The Bureau notes that the documents identified as
Commission Documents Numbers 294b-d, Z%4b-c, 294-d, 294F
2943, 294k, and 1114 were not presented to it for review
at the Natiomal Archives since those documents were file
with the Warren Commission by the Department of State.
Accordingly, the Bureau has not taken into consideration
the effect the guidelines may have on material of the
Bureau which may be included in those documents.

Furthermore, the Bureau notes that it found several
instances in which documents in the possession of your
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
