The Warten Commission,
which investigated the death of
President Kenncdy mamed Os-
wald as the lone assassin. Fer-
rie was a suspect in the assas-
sination Investigation of Dis-
trict  Attofrey—=#in Garrison
that culminated with Shaw's
arrest on March 1, 1967, on the
conspiracy charge. Ferrie died
here on Feb. 22, 1%7, shortly
after Garricon’s Investigation
was made public.
