• SHOULD THE CRIME OCCUR, a party to the coo-
spiracy can be charged with the email: toe of the crime 
or with conspiracy. 

• Should the conspiracy occur In Louisiana and the crime 
In another state (as is alleged in the Shaw matter), 
conspirator could be charged with the crime in another 
state and still charged in Louisiana with conspiracy. 

A conspiracy can be terminated at any time prior to 
commission of the crime by any member of the conspir-
acy, provided he conveys to every one of the other cce-

rators that _be wants to . get out It cannot be _broken 

tnerelf-iettrdpping out unilaterally or by no-chugs 
for the commission of the crime.

TO BE CONVICTED OF CONSPIRACY does not pre-

vent the conspirator front being prosecuted for the alma
