6. You have asked me what I think should be done at the present time in reference to our work on conspiracy. I gave you some of those stzgestions orally this morning. After conference with Mr. Griffin,, Mr. Slawson and I spoke with Mr. Rankin about that subject this afternoon. Mr. Rankin has asked me to set up a conference with representatives of the FBI to discuss the fingerprints on the cartons and the palmprint problems. I will cover both subjects in meizranda to Mr. Rankin tomorrow. My comments on Marina Oswald will follow.
