According ,to the report, the com-
mittee staff "spent several hours ques-
tioning an r:‘:-17(A agent woo 
come forth to- relate his personal 
knowledge of conversations between 
Oswald and the personnel within the 
Cuban and Soviet embassies in Mexico City." No evidence has been uncov-
ered, however, that Oswald discussed 
the Kennedy assassination at either 
embassy.
