He explained Connally's insistence 
that he was not hit by the first bullet by 
saying that persons can be injured with-
out knowing it. 

The pathologist who performed the 
original autopsy on Kennedy elimi 
nated one source of controversy yester-
day by agreeing that the bullet entered 
Kennedy's head at a higher point than 
his original report had, indicated. 

A House Committee yesterday 
approved $790,000 in additional funds 
for the investigOtion into the deaths of 
Kennedy and Dr. Martin Luther Xing 
Jr. by a slim marin of 9-8. 

If that vote is not upheld by the full 
House, the assassinations panel would 
have to close down its investigation on 
Sept. 15. A number of congressmen 
oppose the additional funds, charging 
that the inquiry has turned up little new 
evidence and are a waste of taxpayers' 
money.
