HE ALSO SAYS THAT THE CIRCUMSTANTIAL EVI DENCE--0SWALD' S AND RUBY' S MOB LINKS--ALL POI NT IN ONE DI RECTI ON—THAT RUBY KILLED OSWALD TO SILENCE  HI M AND THAT RUBY "ACTED ON THE LES! RE OF MOB (ELEMENTS) TO GET THE KENNEDY ADMI NI STRATI ON OFF THEIR BACKS,"
